
Wool felt is a classical material manufactured by methods which have become increasingly 
sophisticated over the centuries, but the principle underlying its manufacture and the basic raw 
materials have remained unchanged. Pure wool or wool �bres are exposed to moisture, heat and 
friction until they are transformed into a �rm, homogeneous felted material.

Felt is a product with outstanding properties: it is made from wool, a „regrowing“ raw materi-
al that is durable, air-permeable, elastic, insulating, pleasant on the skin and dirt-repellent on 
account of its natural grease.

Felt is a high-quality natural product made from 100% �ne pure wool. Minor differences in colour 
in relation to that shown and small inclusions of natural �bre on the surface prove that the mate-
rial is 100% natural.
